“The Council of Delegates”
From the Desk of Pastor Mark

At the beginning of March, | received notification that my name will be brought to synod 2019 for
approval to serve on the Council of Delegates (COD) of the Christian Reformed Church. The COD, as
described at: www.crcna.org/welcome/christian-reformed-church-governance/council-delegates is the
governing board of the Christian Reformed Church in North America. It is an ecclesiastical governance
entity serving in the interim of synod. The COD provides governance by means of the authority delegated
to it by synod and with its synodically elected membership representing classes or serving in at-large
capacities.

The COD has 52 members with a representative delegate from each of the 48 classes, in addition there
are four at-large members—one from the United States and three from Canada.

The COD meets to:

1. Lead the integrative ministries of the CRC in light of the Mission, Vision, and Callings
established by synod, providing recommendations to synod when the Mission, Vision, and or
Callings need to be reconsidered

2. Provide an intermediary role that serves three purposes: (1) To receive and understand input
from congregations and their members (constituents), (2) bring the work and excitement of
ministry to congregations and their members, and (3) understand the church—its various
contexts and times—to such a degree that the COD assists in casting an appropriate vison for
the future growth of the church.

Synod mandated the COD with the following responsibilities:

1. Provide appropriate financial management and advance policy guidelines and limits within
which personnel function, thereby ensuring the financial integrity of the denomination's
agencies and ministries.

2. Identify when necessary, evaluate regularly, and support constructively administrative leaders
of the denomination within the scope of policies.

3. Provide the criteria (goals) and evaluation of progress toward goals for the unified ministry of
the CRC while establishing the contours (policies) within which personnel pursue such goals.

4. Attend to the organizational structure and health of the denomination by developing policies
of assessment (e.g., Ministry Plan counts and measures; personnel surveys, etc.), reviewing
outcomes, and addressing goals and policies as needed.

If approved at synod to be a member of the COD, | will normally have three 3-day meetings a year, in
various places around Canada and the United States to fulfill the tasks and responsibilities listed

above. Those 3-day upcoming meeting dates are — October 9-11, 2019 (Grimsby, Ontario, Canada),
February 19-21, 2020 (Grand Rapids, Michigan), May 6-8, 2020 (Minneapolis, Minnesota) and October 14-
16, 2020 (Minneapolis, Minnesota).

Council Report

Information from the March council meeting:

The minutes of February council meeting were reviewed and approved.
Reported that the elders approved participating in the summer combined worship series with
Calvary and Immanuel CRCs for the evening services of July 14, 21 and 28.
Report given on the March 2 classis meeting. Classis Heartland approved our church’s overture
regarding a wording change to Article 20 of the Synod Review Task Force Report. The overture
requests synod to change the word “require” to “recommend” each classis include one woman or
one ethnic minority person in its delegation to synod.
Church Order Article 74, regarding proclaiming the gospel in the community, council
responsibilities, and supporting denominational and classical ministries, was reviewed.
Council approved placement of decorations on the communion table for Easter.
Sanctuary fundraising — a church auction is tentatively planned for June 5.
The January financial reports were reviewed.
Committee continues to seek applicants for the position of Pastor of Congregational Care.
The church calendars for March and April were reviewed.
Nominations were made for the offices of elder and deacon to fill two positions each.
